Á What if I am not yet receiving KIT 

messages?  There are two possible 

reasons why you may not be receiving 

KIT messages: (1) FCPS has not yet 

transferred your email info from your 

Emergency Care form to the Keep In 

Touch system.  FCPS employees are 

working as fast as possible to process this 

information and, as soon as they do, you 

should automatically start receiving KIT 

messages; or (2) You did not include 

email information on your Emergency 

Care form.  In this case (or if you cannot 

remember if you included email 

information or not!), we recommend that 

you update your Emergency Care form 

electronically via weCare@School 

system.  (NOTE: you must have a 

ParentView account to do this ï for more 

information, visit www.fcps.edu/kit) 

Á How can I access the PTA Weekly 

Update while I am waiting for FCPS to 

send the KIT messages to my home? 
Never fear! The entire text of the PTA 

Weekly Update is refreshed every 

weekend, so you will be able to access 

the latest information on Monday of each 

new week.  (The challenge is 

remembering to visit the website until 

KIT starts reminding you!) 

Á Why do I have to click a link to get the 

information? Why canôt it just be 

included in the message?  Our KIT 

vendor restricts the number of characters 

that can be included in the text of KIT 

messages.  Therefore, it really is 

necessary for parents to click the 

enclosed link in order to access the full 

text of the PTA Weekly Update. 

Á Why do I seem to be receiving 

messages several days after they have 

been sent out?  It appears that some 

ñkinksò remain to be worked out of the 

system ï please be patient and remember 

that you can always access the latest PTA 

Weekly Update by visiting 

www.lhmspta.com!

SPECIAL EDUCATION LEGISLATION 

UPDATE 

The state Board of Education is revising its 

special-education regulations, but they will 

no longer include two contentious proposals 

opposed by parents of students with 

disabilities. 

The Department of Education withdrew a 

proposal that would allow schools to stop 

providing special-education services to 

students without their parents' consent. It also 

withdrew a proposal to move educational 

appeals hearings from the Virginia Supreme 

Court to the Department of Education. 

Governor Tim Kaine also opposed the 

parental consent issue, which drew thousands 

of comments from the public - mostly from 

those who thought it took away parents' 

rights. (from The Examiner, Sep 25, 2008) 

 

GIFTED EDUCATION UPDATE  

The state Board of Education is considering 

changing gifted-education regulations, 

including removing a requirement that state 

funds allocated for gifted programs actually 

be spent on those programs. 

Four public hearings are to be held on this 

issue, the first of which was held on 

Thursday, Sep 26.  

The Department of Education is proposing 

that schools update their gifted-education 

plans annually. The state agency currently 

reviews and approves such plans every five 

years. 

Another proposal would turn over approval 

to local school boards rather than the state.
