S.L.E.E.P. UDATE 

The School Board discussed the possibility of 
changing school start and dismissal times at its 
work session on Monday, January 12. At that 
meeting, the Transportation Office provided a 
third iteration of a bell schedule. No decision 
has been made on changing the bell schedule. 
Likewise, no decision has been made on any 
programs that could be impacted, such as after-
school activities and athletics. 

Before making a decision, the School 
Board will explore what parents, staff, 

and community members think 
about the proposed change. Six 

community dialogues will be 
held the last week in 

February for families and 
community members to share their thoughts. 
We will be inviting our families, community 
members, and employees to complete a survey 
that will be posted on our web site the first week 
of February.

FY 2010 BUDGET UPDATE 

On January 8, Superintendent Jack D. Dale 
proposed a school system budget of $2.2 
billion for FY 2010.  The FY 2010 Proposed 
Budget is a decrease of $10.3 million, or 0.5 
percent, from the FY 2009 Approved Budget. 
When coupled with a projected growth in 
enrollment of more than 5,000 students, total 
budget reductions and cost avoidances of 
$157.5 million result in the net loss of 248.1 
positions.

FCPS ANNOUNCES NEW GRADING 

SCALE 

On Thurs, Jan 22 FCPS voted to change the 
FCPS grading scale by increasing the grade 
point weight for Advanced Placement (AP), 
International Baccalaureate (IB), dual 
enrollment college, and honors courses and 
has directed Superintendent Jack D. Dale to 
recommend "variants on a basic ten-point 
grading scale with pluses and minuses" for 
implementation at the beginning of the 2009-
10 school year. 

The new grading scale will include pluses and 

minuses in an attempt to more accurately 

represent student achievement while aligning 

FCPS more closely with grading scales in 

other school districts and reflecting the high 

academic standards of Fairfax County Public 

Schools. Dale's recommendation for a new 

grading scale is due to the Board by the end of 

March.
